The plant is both the largest 
employer and the largest property taxpayer in Southern Albany County. It is also part 
of Holcim US, a global leader in innovative and sustainable building solutions.

A three-year project in 2017 
brought in dry kiln technology and improved efficiency at the plant, producing the 
following results:
